Art. 4, WTO Agreement on Electronic Commerce (Electronic Transactions Framework): “4.1 Each Party shall
endeavour to adopt or maintain a legal framework governing electronic transactions that is consistent with the
principles of the UNCITRAL Model Law on Electronic Commerce 1996”; “4.3 The Parties recognize the importance of
facilitating the use of electronic transferable records.
